BLOCK:
Brett Sherar informed the meeting that the site had been agreed to. He left some plans of the amenities block for our perusal and discussion. Once the design had been agreed to then the work would probably begin in 6 weeks after its acceptance.

Short talk by the Mayor who touched on the following issues

· Local Transport – Mannering Park – Train Station - Buses

· Jobs for the young (42.5% youth unemployment in the shire) Council needs ideas.

· The amenities block and the problems associated with open toilets and there location.

· Council very unhappy regarding the loping of trees by Energy Australia. Said this was totally out of the council’s hands.

Thanked the meeting for their wonderful support and was impressed with the numbers present.

Short talk by Sue Wynn who mentioned:
· The Mangrove Mountain pipeline was to go ahead (120 million)

· Thanks all those in the tidy towns group for their fabulous efforts, especially Kay Foster.

A short Report on the current position of the point.   The report was produced by Norell Lee was presented by Trevor Wrightson. He informed the meeting that the roadway had been asphalted and some signs had been erected.

Tracey Maguire presented a report on the 3 weeks of Police activity in Mannering Park following the presentation to the November meeting by Chief Inspector Rod Peet of the Tuggerah Lakes area command.

GENERAL BUSINESS:


ITEM 1

Bruce Wall expressed concern that Council had not cleaned out the pool at the point as promised. There was considerable debris in the pool and the protective net was defective. He called on the Mayor that this was to be put in order before Christmas and needed urgent attention. Cr Wynn said she would pursue this matter.

 ITEM 2
Christine Baldwin expressed concern that the Youth in Mannering Park had nowhere to go & nothing to do due to lack of transport and facilities.

The Chairman said the issue would be referred to the committee in the new year to consider concern about the youth situation in Mannering Park’

She was adamant that there were no facilities available for the youth (nothing to do or go to) 

There was no transport available to go to other venues and therefore this can only make a bored child become feral and get into trouble. There needs to be much more effort put into this worrying problem by the committee and the community as a whole. Rob Regins said that this issue would be taken up early in the new year and some initiatives developed.
