Alan Hayes from the Australian coal alliance group spoke on behalf of the ACA and SRG members,

Details were given to the minister relating to ongoing subsidence claims that have not been completed

Since the first claim was made by Chain Valley residence going back over 20 years, this was a surprise to Kelly.
Alan put a case to Kelly that due to the past issue with damage to homes residents would not look to favourable to any further mining under homes in the area. It was also mentioned with the Sydney sprawl that good future land was going to be damaged for future housing if Lake Coal was granted the expansion of the mine.

Andy Whitbourne brought to his attention the Coal truck issue and the total number of trucks that would be required to transport this coal to Newcastle and put forward other alternatives rather than road transport. 

One being underground conveyor as Centennial uses to the coal loop rail off Ruttleys Road.

Also for Delta to be asked about conveyor duplication for lake coal use or possible reversing current coal conveyor belt to rail loop.

Meeting would have taken approx 40 minutes. Kelly and Coombs had to leave on occasions due to motions being put in the house of reps, I found the staff members very genuine and took notes and some seemed to be up to date on the coal project with the documentation they were holding.
