1. Welcome to new members Tim Giffin and Robyn Croft and to Swansea MP Garry Edwards.

2. Guest speaker Swansea MP Garry Edwards – key points:

a) Community Building Partnership Grants to Mannering Park Sea Scouts ($6200) and the youth centre at Doyalson/Wyee RSL Club. Swansea electorate least hit by 30% cut in these grants although only $400,000 allocated yet  $2m in requests for assistance
b) Mobile Police Station will visit Mannering Park on August 31

c) Meeting with Precinct representatives Andrew Whitbourne, Neil Wynn, Trevor Wrightson went well on various matters including a shared pathway from MP to CVB, coal transportation, traffic lights at Ruttleys Rd/Pacific Hwy intersection and submissions on Delta land for retention in public ownership.
In regard to the sale of Delta Electricity power stations, Mr Edwards said our community has

3. MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING – May 21, 2012

MOVED for acceptance (Sue Murray) SECONDED (Annette Denley) CARRIED
Business Arising – Progress Reports

Item 1: CVB Colliery and coal transportation (ongoing) - Swansea MP indicated at meeting with Precinct representatives that it seemed LDO Coal was favouring the transport of coal by conveyor to the loop but there would need to be a guarantee or some sort of agreement from the new owners of Delta Electricity that this coal could continue to be transported over the land currently held by Delta Electricity

Item 3:  Oval amenities and Vales Point Reserve (ongoing)-  
a) Survey of new amenities block has been done but progress hampered by wet weather. 
b) The structure for the fish cleaning bench at Vales Point is in place and work is underway. 
c) Migration of stones in swimming pool area. WSC has no funds yet to engage a consultant’s study on the best way to manage the problem. Lake Macquarie Council has a study for a similar issue at Vales Point Reserve and inquiries should be made whether that study could be used in relation to Mannering Park. 
Item 4: Shared pathway (ongoing) - Contact has been made with other northern area Precincts and the CVB Progress Association which have all expressed support for our proposal. Swansea MP Garry Edwards suggested that this proposal should be included in a submission about the future of Delta Electricity lands in view of the sale of those properties.
Item 5: Ruttleys Rd/Pacific Hwy intersection (ongoing) – Awaiting response from RMS investigation

Item 6: Boat ramp repairs (ongoing) – Funds have been approved and WSC is yet to schedule the project into its works schedule

Item 7: Eaton’s Hardware entry/exit on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – WSC solicitor Brian Glendenning advised that the owners intend lodging yet another development application. 

MOTION: (Coral Burnham) That Mannering Park Community Precinct Committee write to Wyong Shire Council about reported purchases of four more hardware outlets by Eaton’s & Sons and whether this would mean an increase of operations at the Ruttleys Rd site and consequently an increase of traffic in and out of the site;  and the Precinct’s concerns that this potential increase in traffic should be taken into account when WSC considers suitable safety requirements in the design of the entry/exit onto Ruttleys Rd from Eaton’s Hardware working site.
SECONDED (Robyn Sauerbier) CARRIED

Item 8: Boat storage on waterfront reserve (ongoing) – WSC’s draft policy is progressing and due out in July. The draft policy will be open to public comment.
Item 9: WSC reclassification of community property (ongoing) – This matter  will be an ongoing process for quite some time and the Precinct should keep a lookout for any proposals arising, especially keeping schools and educational facilities as the SP2 zoning.

Item 10: Coal mining operations (ongoing) – Awaiting the approval of the Mannering Colliery EA 
Item 11: Traffic management near new fire station (closed) -  It will be some time before the fire station is built and the RFS will be required to manage traffic/parking matters.

Item 13: Coal transportation (deleted) – This matter now combined with Item 1
Item 14: Dunvegan St drainage and angle-parking proposal (ongoing) – WSC response is that they have no plans for this work. 

MOTION: (Annette Denley) That Mannering Park Community Precinct Committee write to Wyong Shire Council requesting that grading work be done along Dunvegan St to allow the water to drain away rather than remain in stagnant pools.

SECONDED (Neil Wynn) CARRIED
Item 15: Ruttleys Rd/Wyee Rd intersection (ongoing) – Mark Desmond of Lake Macquarie Council has informed that they were again unsuccessful for grant funding to upgrade the intersection. LMCC currently completing designs (either a roundabout >$3m or seagull concrete islands>$1m). Trying to have the upgrade funded in the coming year’s works program but will depend on councillors’ approval

Item 16: Foreshore erosion (ongoing) - No response as yet from letter sent to WSC

4. CORRESPONDENCE
MOVED for acceptance (Sue Murray) SECONDED (John Sauerbier) CARRIED

a) Response to our letter to WSC in support of MP Playgroup informs that a draft Playgroup Strategy proposes “that a District Playground is created on public land adjacent to the Community Hall. The proposed timing for this playground is the 2016/17 financial year”.

5. TREASURER’S REPORT

No formal report this month due to the Treasurer’s hospitalisation, however, the chairman reported that there had been no new incomings or outgoings.

6. GENERAL BUSINESS
a) Item 17: Chairman suggested the Precinct begin the process of community consultation and  forward planning to ensure the flow of community operations and facilities through central MP (roughly the area  from Catherine St Reserve to the Community Hall and including the netball and tennis courts), and to have land set aside for future community use  such as the Men’s Shed, Tidy Towns storage shed, a community garden, or any other new community uses 
 MOTION: (Andrew Whitbourne) That Mannering Park Community Precinct seek a meeting with Wyong Shire Council’s Maxine Kenyon to discuss  and be advised on procedures to start  forward planning for this recreational zone.
SECONDED (Peter Dean) CARRIED
b) Item 18: Drainage along shared pathway Campbell Pde to Catherine St. 

 MOTION: (Sue Murray) That Mannering Park Community Precinct Committee write to Wyong Shire Council requesting the drainage and the water pooling problem along the shared pathway, particularly from Campbell Pde to Catherine St, be addressed and reparation work be conducted as soon as possible.
SECONDED (Tim Giffen) CARRIED

c) Northern Area Precinct Forum.  Chairman gave brief overview of the meeting held 6/6/12 and matters arising from that meeting –

· Combined submission to NSW Government for the preservation and protection of public lands for community use in view of the potential sale of Delta Electricity power stations

MOTION: (Andrew Whitbourne) That Mannering Park Community Precinct Committee supports a united approach with other northern area Precincts to compile a submission to the NSW Government for the preservation and protection of public lands for community use in view of the potential sale of Delta Electricity power stations in the northern area. This submission to be forwarded to Swansea MP Garry Edwards and Wyong MP Darren Webber for support and action as well as copies to WSC General Manager, Maxine Kenyon and Greg McDonald WSC Director of Infrastructure.
SECONDED (Peter Dean) CARRIED
· Eyewatch. Sue Murray gave an overview of information session about Eyewatch and graffiti recording website VandalTrak which was hosted by Northern Lakes Regional Business Chamber and Tuggerah Lakes Police Command on 24/5/12. Full written report on file and available on request.  There will be a public information session at Doyalson Wyee RSL Club on Wednesday, July 11, from 10am to 2pm.

d) Future guest speakers – July (law and order by Inspector Rod Peet to be confirmed); August (Delta Electricity representatives on carbon capturing program being instigated at Vales Point)

7. REPORTS
a) Robyn Croft presented a report of her Youth Initiative Proposal with the purpose of seeking Wyong Shire Council support and funding to set-up a Youth Initiative in Mannering Park to help deal with issues affecting the youth of our community. After much discussion about the issues and the best way to proceed it was agreed to-

ACTION: Robyn to meet with Jillian Hogan at San Remo Neighbourhood Centre for guidance on how to establish such a program and an invitation to Robyn to advise the next Precinct meeting on proposals to move forward

b) MP Rural Fire Brigade - President Michael Ingram introduced Brenton Partridge who is now Captain of the brigade after being Acting Captain for some time. Michael’s full written report is on file and available on request from the secretary.  Key points:
· MP RFS is part of the 25-brigade Lakes Team covering both Wyong and Lake Macquarie local government areas. Even though MP is one of smallest brigades with 10-15 active members on call 24-7, our brigade has one of the most reliable turnouts and the fastest response times of any brigade in the Team. 
· In the past year MP has responded to 59 fire and explosion incidents, 26 good intent calls, 5 hazardous conditions calls, 18 car accidents, 10 service calls, 4 false alarms – total 122.
· There is a Facebook page to follow the brigade’s operations and soon to have a link through the Mannering Park Community web site.

c) Progress Association – Secretary Coral Burnham. Key points: 

· Received donation of tree from a seed of the Lone Pine at Gallipoli and will be planted in the grounds of the community hall
· Request for Precinct to follow-up progress of relocation of sandstone blocks in front of the Vales Point swimming  area 

· Suggestion that lighting at the oval would encourage extended use of the oval for sporting events during warmer months

d) WSC Councillor/Deputy Mayor Sue Wynn – Key points:

· Councillors have been briefed about LDO Coal’s transportation of coal and Cllr Wynn reports the company does want to use the rail loop

· Reminder that when the WSC Local Environment Plan (LEP) is open for public comment that there needs to be a lot of submissions and especially in relation to schools being rezoned or maintaining the SP2 (Special Uses Education) zoning 
· Affect of carbon pricing in Wyong Shire equates to 0.4% rate increase or 50c per week

e) WSC Cllr Doug Vincent – written report available on request from secretary. Key points –

· Adoption of the WSC corporate strategic plan 2012-16

· Main Road Toukley – compliance with order

· Aboriginal Land Claims re Lakes Beach Surf Club area
