MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING  - October 15, 2012 

MOVED for acceptance (Sue Murray) SECONDED (John Sauerbier) CARRIED

Progress reports and business arising:-

Item 3: Oval amenities and Vales Point Reserve (ongoing) – 
a) Oval amenities – construction completed including external tap. Only matter outstanding is WSC decision on open hours of disabled toilet 
b) Vales Point Reserve – meeting (15/11/12) between WSC, Tidy Towns & Precinct to discuss options for $7000 grant under-spend. Trevor Wrightston reported that stones will be removed from the pool, a temporary groyne will be constructed and sandstone block in front of pool will be moved back from the foreshore about 2-3m.
Item 4: Shared pathway (ongoing) – Meeting held with Hunter Crown Lands and subsequent search done re landholders of foreshore areas from MP to CVB. Discussions with WSC Andrew Pearce indicate Council is ahead in the 10-year shared pathway priorities and looking for new projects. Precinct should get some pricings, draft a proposal to submit to WSC to be placed on forward planning funding priorities to be established next year

ACTION: Follow-up previous correspondence from Minister Chris Hartcher re his pledge to further investigate Delta Electricity’s specific security concerns re a footbridge over Foal Bay 
Item 5:  Ruttleys Rd/Pacific Hwy intersection (ongoing) –
a) Traffic lights – still being investigated by RMS

b) Conversation with WSC indicates plans are underway to stockpile suitable material from other construction sites (instead of paying $70 tipping fee) to build mounds to stop vehicular access and dumping of rubbish – a landscaping perimeter will be established
Item 6: Boat ramp repairs (closed ongoing) – construction completed – positive reports about quality of boat ramp – matter now closed
Item 7: Eaton’s Hardware entry/exit on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – reports that the matter has now gone to court for resolution
Item 8: Boat storage on waterfront reserve (ongoing) -  the draft policy is yet to be put forward to a council meeting
Item 10: Coal mining operations (closed) – Determination of Mannering Coal Mine Modification – removal of mining operations from Great Northern Seam and mining of the Fassifern Seam limited to first workings only – condition of approval requires upgrade of Ruttleys Rd intersection by end of June 2013. (Ref: Letter from Planning Assessment Commission 25/10/12 on file)
ACTION: a) send link to Mannering Colliery website to committee members for their information

b) Information be sought about the dollar value of environment levy paid by Mannering Colliery to WSC and where this money has been spent
Item 14: Dunvegan St drainage (ongoing) – key issue for councillors attending February meeting
Item 15: Ruttleys Rd/Wyee Rd intersection (ongoing) – due to cost, Lake Macquarie City Council will start a roundabout will start in the last quarter of this financial year and run into next financial year – approval for relocation of Ausgrid poles may delay construction – trying to resolve how to incorporate access to house opposite Ruttleys Rd into roundabout

Item 16: Foreshore erosion (ongoing) – informal response received – awaiting official confirmation from WSC

Item 17: Concept plan for central MP recreational zone (ongoing) -  meeting to discuss with WSC requested
Item 18: Drainage on shared pathway Campbell Pde to Catherine St (ongoing) – awaiting response to request for cost of repair work
Item 19: Speeding on Vales Rd (ongoing) – received more specific information requested from WSC and letter tabled – WSC working with local police, and request to RMS for mobile speed cameras in Mannering Park particularly along Ruttleys Rd and Vales Rd 
Item 20: Unsafe road crossing, Campbell Pde (ongoing) – WSC letter received and tabled – new line marking and warning signs will be installed
Item 21: WSC meeting review strategic plan northern shire (ongoing) – Cllr Greg Best has been contacted to follow-up and he also advised that he has not received any feedback regarding his motion.

 Item 22: Children’s play equipment at hall (ongoing) – no response yet from WSC
Item 23: Roadworks on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – response to SRs – road due to be upgraded.

Concern was expressed by the meeting about the continuing fatilities on Ruttleys Road and the lack of any action by governments.
Also, in relation to Item 19, WSC is working with local police and write to RMS requesting mobile speed camers operate in Mannering Park particularly along Ruttleys Rd and Vales Rd

MOTION: (Andrew Whitbourne) Mannering Park Community Precinct Committee write to State Government (Swansea MP Garry Edwards), Wyong Shire Council and Lake Macquarie Council to inquire about the availability of Black Spot  funding to upgrade the road along the entirety of Ruttleys Rd.

Men’s Shed (Bruce Wall)  - Key points:
DA to build shed on block between netball courts and private residence on Campbell Pde is open for public comment
Applied for various grants to finance construction of the shed

Participated in Mo-vember fundraiser for research into prostrate cancer

Youth group (Robyn Croft) – 

Planning a Friday night coffee shop style youth group for 12-18 year olds starting early new year – brochures will be distributed

Rural Fire Service (Michael Ingram) 

This has been the busiest year on record – about 80 call outs in the past 3 months (eg. Boat fires, car accidents, bush fires, house fires) - the Wyee bush fire was a major event with 700ha burned out.

Delta Forum (Trevor Wrightson – full written report on file) –  Key points:

a) Carbon capturing experimental project at Vales Point Power Station but at this stage only 2-3pc captured
b) Govt 21-year contract with Extrata to buy coal from new open cut mine at Dunedoo – one train load to Vales Point. At present half Vales Point coal comes from Mandalong, 30pc from Dunedoo and 20pc via Centennial and Chain Valley Bay – also six truck loads a week from South Coast and 5 truckloads of bio fuel per day
c) About 15pc of capping the Ash Dam now complete with about 6 truckloads of top soil arriving per week
