1. MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING  - December 18 , 2012 
MOVED for acceptance (Sue Murray) SECONDED (Bart Vanderzee) CARRIED
Item 3: Oval amenities and Vales Point Reserve (ongoing) – Oval amenitites: Letter sent to WSC requesting at least one of the exterior toilets be open during daylight hours for general public use. No response to date. Vales Point Reserve: Chairman read email from WSC Project Officer Megan Cooper stating, among other things, that the project budget and grant has been fully expended but removal of stones in the pool area will be funded from another appropriate budget. ACTION: Check funding of fish cleaning bench from Recreational Anglers grant not from WSC consolidated revenue. 
Item 4: Shared pathway (ongoing) – Swansea MP referred our letter (re Delta Electricity not having any lease agreement over Crown lands the company occupies) to State Govt Ministers Andrew Stoner, Chris Hartcher and Christina Hodgkinson to investigate. This is a big issue with far-reaching implications and involving a few different portfolios so will take some time to resolve. Precinct is requesting the past 45 years of unpaid crown land lease fees owed to the community be put towards construction of the shared pathway.  A submission including costings and plans went to WSC to be placed on the shared pathway priority list for funding. Projects for this year have alocated funding so our shared pathway will need to be included in future funding rounds.
Item 5:  Ruttleys Rd/Pacific Hwy intersection (ongoing) – Traffic lights: matter still being investigaged by RMS;       ACTION: Follow-up for progress on rubbish clean-up on the corner. 
Item 7: Eaton’s Hardware entry/exit on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – Nick Jones attended WSC traffic committee meeting where Eaton's proposed No Right Turn signage in and out of the site and the Committee voted against.                    ACTION: Seek information on progress of WSC legal action involving this matter                                        
Item 8: Boat storage on waterfront reserve (ongoing) -  Draft report was due June 2012 but was delayed in lead-up to Council elections. Item 14: Dunvegan St drainage (ongoing) - This was included on a list of priorities sent to Cllr Doug Vincent to present to WSC for funding and has been flagged with all Ward A Councillors as one of our Precinct's priorities.
Item 15: Ruttleys Rd/Wyee Rd intersection (ongoing) – Nick Jones attended Lake Macquarie Council Traffic Committee meeting and reported that engineering estimates are done and discussions with RMS held. The dip is posing a problem and to resolve the problem will add to cost (fully funded by LMCC) but project is still going ahead.
Item 16: Foreshore erosion (ongoing) – ACTION: Follow-up on our previous correspondence 
Item 17: Concept plan for central MP recreational zone (ongoing) -  Precinct sent submission to WSC to have a concept plan for recreation corridor through MP. Letter in reply read by Chairman to meeting – a master plan for our area will not begin until existing priorities at Tunkuwallin Oval and Summerland Point Boat Harbour are completed but preparation of project documentation for MP master plan will begin in the second quarter of 2013.
Item 18: Drainage on shared pathway Campbell Pde to Catherine St (ongoing) – ACTION: Follow-up on request for cost of drainage repair work and where the funds came from.
Item 19: Speeding on Vales Rd (ongoing) –  Suggestion that speeding traffic/trail bike riders be reported to CrimeStoppers every time to help police see a pattern of behaviour which helps build their statistics and plan patrols of the area. Item 23: Roadworks on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – WSC sent submission to RMS for Road Toll Response Funding and Nick Jones reports that RMS is pushing very hard for the $2.1m funding to upgrade the road.  The stretch where Ausgrid recently did works has been repaired at Ausgrid cost.
