1. MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING  - March 18 , 2013 

MOVED for acceptance (Sue Murray) SECONDED (George Murray) CARRIED

Item 3: Oval amenities and Vales Point Reserve (ongoing) – Oval amenities - 
ACTION: Follow-up with Bev Davis to ask for trial of opening at least one exterior toilet during daylight hours.
Vales Point Reserve  - Chairman read correspondence from WSC (18/4) in response to our queries re funding of fish cleaning bench, migration of stones into pool, safety of stone blocks on foreshore.
ACTION: Follow-up with WSC Boyd McMillan re progress on modelling request to Lake Macquarie Council about stone migration
Item 4: Shared pathway (ongoing) – Submission to WSC for funding with Community and Recreation Services Directorate awaiting formal response. Copy of submission sent to WSC. Delta Electricity still expressing security concerns against the shared pathway.  Swansea MP followed-up our letter to Minister Chris Hartcher who was seeking more information from Delta about specific security concerns – this matter is now on the Minister’s priority listing
Item 5:  Ruttleys Rd/Pacific Hwy intersection (ongoing) – Traffic lights - ongoing review by RMS. Rubbish clean-up – Chairman read correspondence from WSC Andrew Pearce (8/4) re plans to clean-up site and re-vegetate.
ACTION: Ask for an estimate when work will start
Item 7: Eaton’s Hardware entry/exit on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) –  Letter sent to Swansea MP asking him to make representation on our behalf to Local Government Minister Don Page to seek a resolution to this matter and also request that he conduct a review of Section 94 under the Environment & Planning Act. Nick Jones reported that letter sent to Minister and response received. Could take up to 10 weeks before any further action. The letter was also sent to State Attorney General.

Letter sent to WSC and Cllrs Graham, Vincent, Matthews, Greenwald in opposition to Notice of Motion- Reducing Serious Fatal Accidents Ruttleys Road Mannering Park (put by Cllrs Best and Nayna). Response from Cllr Graham saying he would do what he could to help. No reponse yet from WSC staff. 
Item 8: Boat storage on waterfront reserve (ongoing) -  Draft is finished, now with General Counsel and Acting Compliance Manager then will go to Council for acceptance and on to community for comment as a draft policy.
Item 14: Dunvegan St drainage (ongoing) – Remains on our priority list
Item 15: Ruttleys Rd/Wyee Rd intersection (ongoing) – Engineering estimates are done and discussions with RMS held. The dip in the road is posing a problem.
ACTION – Follow-up on progress and plans to resolve the dip problem.
Item 16: Foreshore erosion (ongoing) – WSC Martin Johnston was hoping to have formal response to Precinct by 20/4. 
Item 17: Concept plan for central MP recreational zone (ongoing) -  Funding for masterplan in next year’s budget
Item 18: Drainage on shared pathway Campbell Pde to Catherine St (closed) 
Item 19: Speeding on Vales Rd (ongoing) – No contact yet from Snr Const Simon Sharp in response to letter last month from Swansea MP re trail bike patrols. Police will write report on illegal trail bike activities. Patrols being organised. Residents reported bike problems at Vales Point Reserve, along the shared pathway. 
Recent traffic blitz by Police and traffic monitoring in two locations along Ruttleys Rd- general discussion about traffic problems. Reiterated the importance of reporting to Crime Stoppers.

ACTION – Seek information about the impact on driver behaviour after the blitz along Ruttleys Rd – information from WSC Traffic Cttee asking for before and after speeding statistics.

ACTION – Re-send previous email with Crime Stoppers phone number

Item 21: WSC meeting to review strategic plan northern shire (ongoing) – Andrew and Phil Heaton (for Northern Precincts Forum) attented meeting (2/4) with Swansea MP, Council staff and Councillors. WSC will send submission to State Govt re sale of Delta power stations and associated lands. Asked for contribution from Precincts.

ACTION – Send dot-point submission, to be included in WSC’s submission to State Govt about future use of Delta lands.
ACTION – Send letter to WSC objecting to Delta’s application to rezone foreshore land 
 Item 22: Children’s play equipment at hall (ongoing) – Bev Davis informed WSC did not have funds to replace equipment, suggested 355 Committee apply for grant or local playgroup through Playgroup Aust. 
Item 23: Roadworks on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – Letter sent last month to Andrew Pearce thanking for repair work and asking review of laws to avoid any future situation similar to the damage caused by Ausgrid repairs. No response yet.
