1. MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING  -September 17 , 2012

Item 1: CVB Colliery and coal transportation (closed) – Information from future Community Consultative Committee meetings will be given in the Reports section of the Agenda. 
Item 3: Oval amenities and Vales Point Reserve (ongoing) – 
Oval amenities disabled toilet is likely to be open only when oval is being used .

Vales Point Reserve – Precinct representatives and Tidy Towns representatives to meet with WSC at reserve to discuss options for the $7000 underspend from recent grant to upgrade the reserve and facilities. Suggestions: 

a) move sandstone blocks further back to create more pool foreshore area;
b) more tables and chairs, including  the Point end;
c) stabilisation of pool foreshore/migration of stones and possibility of environmental design report be done;
d) swing set 

Item 4: Shared pathway (ongoing) – 
a) Meeting with Hunter Crown Lands on October 29 to get more information about Crown Land boundaries around the foreshore and the Inlet Canal;

b) Letter received from WSC giving support-in-principle to a foreshore route;

c) Landcare (Julie McGoldrick) re concerns reported last meeting – Chairman discussed matters with WSC, recent correspondence and general information sent for distribution among Landcare members;

Item 5:  Ruttleys Rd/Pacific Hwy intersection (ongoing) – 
Traffic lights - RMS investigation still underway;

Clean-up – Awaiting WSC response - report of more rubbish dumped.

Item 6: Boat ramp repairs (ongoing) – repairs underway, expected to finish 19th Oct.
Item 7: Eaton’s Hardware entry/exit on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) –  follow-up on progress of our submission opposing alterations to clauses 9 and 36 of the orginal conditions of consent

Item 8: Boat storage on waterfront reserve (ongoing) – draft policy not issued yet.
Item 9: WSC reclassification of community property (closed) – any reclassification proposals will be notified and can be dealt with as they arise
Item 10: Coal mining operations (ongoing) – NSW Dept of Planning is currently reviewing submissions to the Environmental Assessment for the continuation of Mannering Colliery mining.
Item 14: Dunvegan St drainage (ongoing) – a key issue to raise with Councillors when invited to meeting in new year
Item 15: Ruttleys Rd/Wyee Rd intersection (ongoing) – follow-up progress with Lake Macquarie Council
Item 16: Foreshore erosion (ongoing) – follow-up on official response from WSC
Item 17: Concept plan for central MP recreational zone (ongoing) -  follow-up response to our letter for meeting with WSC
Item 18: Drainage on shared pathway Campbell Pde to Catherine St (ongoing) – still a short section to finish, waiting response from WSC re cost
Item 19: Speeding on Vales Rd (ongoing)– WSC response to our letter quoting 2007 statistics and saying they consider not much would have changed.
MOTION: (Andrew Whitbourne) Mannering Park Community Precinct Committee write to Wyong Shire Council asking for a more current survey including the top-end of Vales Road; that we disagree with their accident statistics and their records do not seem to reflect the true situation. Item 20: Unsafe road crossing, Campbell Pde (ongoing)– awaiting WSC response to line marking to deter speeding

Item 21: WSC meeting re strategic future of northern shire (ongoing)– no response yet to our letter expressing an interest in attending a meeting to be called by WSC
Item 22: Children’s play equipment at Community Hall (ongoing) – follow-up on reply to our letter asking play equipment be replaced; no reply yet to request for copy of draft Playground Strategy.

Item 23: Roadworks on Ruttleys Rd (ongoing) – letter sent to WSC re repair since Ausgrid works - SR to repair/replace white roadside markers – SR to repair deep rut on road edge

Item 24: Litter along Ruttleys Road (closed) – WSC reply says possibility of 3-monthly collections and will notify schedule when decided.
