Business Arising.

Item 3. Vales Point Reserve.

A Whitbourne met with Allan Cubilic (WSC) to discuss the build up of stones in the swimming pool area. As the groyne appears to be working, it was suggested the stones are being uncovered by shifting sand and perhaps sifting will alleviate the problem. This action may require an environmental report. The pool net was also discussed. WSC staff considers the net a risk in removal and cleaning. For now the net will stay and a permanent solution will be considered with no time frame.
Item 4. Shared pathway.

Pathway is now on WSC agenda and funding is required. As the Port of Newcasle has been sold, funding is being sourced from this sale as coal trucks travelling from the mines to the Port of Newcastle have had an impact on the local area.
