BUSINESS ARISING/PROGRESS REPORTS
Item 1: Vales Point Reserve (ongoing) –  Work is nearing completion. Disabled path form work has been carried out and is ready for concrete pour. Metal groin is also to be installed. The new sand placed on the foreshore has been washed to southern end of pool. The council are investigating the installation of a groin on the large jetty to stop the sand migrating out of the pool area
Item 2: Shared pathway (ongoing) –  It has been observed that surveying had been carried out on the boundary fence line of Delta and Crown land foreshore near the inlet. Crown Lands Department has been contacted and they have no record or application for any boundary change. Measurements from the high tide mark to the survey pegs have been taken and passed onto Crown Lands Department.
