Item 1: Vales Point Reserve (ongoing) –  Work is now complete. Swimming pool net has been cleaned. Close item.
Item 2: Shared pathway (ongoing) –  Andrew Whitbourne and Neil Wynn attended a  meeting with the Administrator of Central Coast Council. Copies of all documentation relating to this project were presented. As a result of this meeting Central Coast Council has allocated $70,000 in 16/17 budget for investigation of the foreshore route of the shared pathway.
