1. MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING  - 20th March 2017

Item 2: Shared pathway (on going) – Major discussion again around the shared pathway and the results of the survey of the townsfolk and affected areas. There was 61 survey forms presented to the community. The results were unanimous with 829 people choosing option 1 the lake pathway and only 5 for option 2 Ruttley’s road way. With 8 surveys still to come in. 

It was suggested that a representative meet with CCC General Manager Rob Noble immediately to hand over this information before council engages a consultant to do initial costing surveys in May. 
It was suggested that we contact Cynthia Manikan to set up this meeting. Also to invite Yasmin Cately and Pat Conroy to attend this meeting. 
It was suggested that we contact Delta to ask for their support in sharing an access so as to prevent being too close to any threatened areas.This could be a win win situation with their access being maintained all year round. 
Barry Hiblin, of Fleetwood Urban, has been asked to quote on the bridge structure to cross the power station inlet. 
It was suggested that we would need this quote to take to the meeting with council and that we need to know what the brief is for the consultants doing the survey. 

It was noted that there has been 6 people killed in 1.3km of Ruttley’s road proposed by council to put the shared pathway. 
Floor believes that there is huge pressure from the community to get this done.
