MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Item 2: Shared pathway (on going) – Members of the Precinct met with Yasmin Catley, Chain Valley Bay Progress Association and Delta staff on site along the foreshore of Vales Point Power Station to view and discuss the proposal made by the Precinct to utilise a section of a Delta track along the foreshore. Delta were extremely helpful and offered to assist in allowing the use of this track for the shared pathway.

An onsite meeting at Vales Point Power Station was held with a representative from Chain Valley Bay Progress Association and the council appointed consultants to outline the Precincts concerns regarding the proposed routes. The consultant has previously walked the foreshore route with Delta staff and was familiar with our concerns. The consultant is due to complete his report to council by the end of June and a request to council is to be made for a copy of the report.
A photo of the most recent car accident on the Ruttleys Road route was sent to the consultants for their records.

It is believed that a final determination by council will not be made until the newly elected Council is formed.
