Business Arising / Progress Reports
Item 2: Shared pathway (Ongoing)
Central Coast Council has reported that the project is in detailed design phase and Council is working to finalise approvals and licences that are required. Funding has been allocated in the 2025-2026, 2026-2027 and 2027-2028 budget years.
Action: nil
Item 27: Western Foreshore Restoration. & Item 28 Foreshore condition at Caravan Park. (Ongoing)
Crown Lands are in discussions with Department of Public Works and The Contractor to how best fix the foreshore area in front of Ingenia Caravan Park. Still waiting on Crown Lands to advice on Public Works/Contractor negotiations on repair of foreshore. 
Crown Lands have been asked to meet with the Precinct in relation to other areas of erosion concern around the lake foreshore.
Action: Follow up Crown Lands.
Item 31: Rubbish on Ruttleys Rd. (Ongoing)
Area is reasonably clear of rubbish at present. Some incidents of graffiti have been observed.
Action: Report graffiti to Lake Macquarie Council for removal.
Item 32: Fish kill in Wyee Bay (Ongoing)
The EPA are in the process of prosecuting Delta for the fish kill that occurred in August 2022 and September 2022, it is alleged that Delta failed to maintain its chlorine dosing plant in proper order.  Delta has pleaded not guilty to breaching a condition of their licence. The court case commenced on 3rd December 2024 and finished on 12th December 2024. EPA has advised that final submissions have been submitted. Yasmin Catley’s office has updated information that no decision has been handed down as yet. The smart buoy has been removed by EPA.
Action: Enquire to EPA as to removal of buoy.
Item 35: Ruttleys Road overhead conveyor removal. (Ongoing)
Follow up will be made at the next Delta Community Meeting.
Action: Contact Delta
Item 43: NSW Coal Ash & Health Community Advisory Committee.
Minuets from the 4th September meeting have been distributed to members. The regional health overview has also been shared with members. Next meeting will be 27/11/2025.
Item 44: Vales Point Battery Storage (Transferred from new business)
Wider community consultation has commenced with households being asked to comment on the project. Preliminary engagement has found strong support for the project i.e. energy security and employment. Concerns expressed included safety risks of battery fire, chemical leaching, water runoff and traffic impacts.
Action: 
Item 45: Town centre tree lighting.
 Central Coast Council do not have a specific policy for tree lighting but would look at the proposal. Waiting on lighting information so a proposal can be formulated.
Action: Follow up with lighting specialist
Item 46: Construction Rd and Ruttleys Rd Intersection.
Central Coast Council has been contacted in relation to the safety of the intersection of Construction Rd and Ruttleys Rd. Line marking has faded and stop signage is missing. Council have responded that they are unsure of the asset limitation ends at the intersection but have arranged for the line marking to be upgraded. The meeting noted that the stop sign on the left turn lane is missing.
Action: Contact council about replacing the missing stop sign
