Business Arising / Progress Reports
Item 2: Shared pathway (Ongoing)
Central Coast Council has reported that the project is in detailed design phase and Council is working to finalise approvals and licences that are required. Funding has been allocated in the 2025-2026, 2026-2027 and 2027-2028 budget years.

Item 27: Western Foreshore Restoration. & Item 28 Foreshore condition at Caravan Park. (Ongoing)
Crown Lands are in discussions with Department of Public Works and The Contractor to how best fix the foreshore area in front of Ingenia Caravan Park. As yet there is no solution but looking at improving drainage for the area. Crown Lands has agreed to meet with Precinct representatives, with the view of looking at other foreshore area of erosion concern.
Action: Follow up Crown Lands.
Item 31: Rubbish on Ruttleys Rd. (Ongoing)
Area is reasonably clear of rubbish at present. Some incidents of graffiti have been observed. Lake Macquarie City Council has been approached to remove graffiti.
Action: 
Item 32: Fish kill in Wyee Bay (Ongoing)
The EPA are in the process of prosecuting Delta for the fish kill that occurred in August 2022 and September 2022, it is alleged that Delta failed to maintain its chlorine dosing plant in proper order.  Delta has pleaded not guilty to breaching a condition of their licence. The court case commenced on 3rd December 2024 and finished on 12th December 2024. EPA has advised that final submissions have been submitted. Yasmin Catley’s office has updated information that no decision has been handed down as yet. The smart buoy has been removed by NSW Department of Climate Change, Energy, the Environment and Water as the study of Lake Macquarie in association with coal fired power stations is now complete.
Action: 
Item 35: Ruttleys Road overhead conveyor removal. (Ongoing)
 Delta has advised that the overhead conveyor has been added to the potential site improvement register. The register is evaluated annually and the asset assessed by safety, environment, operational requirement, risk and cost. The overhead conveyor removal is ranked as a low priority.
Action: Follow up with Delta at future CARE forum meetings
Item 43: NSW Coal Ash & Health Community Advisory Committee.
